14. It is not yet determined whether Morrisville-Carpenter Road will cross the railroad
at grade or with a tunnel or bridge. If the road bridges over the railroad, consider
using context-sensitive bridge design to enhance views of the bridge from the
Rural Village.
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1. A dotted line represents the pedestrian system. Sidewalks will be built

along public streets south of Morrisville-Carpenter Road, but might not be

built north of Morrisville-Carpenter Road in order to foster the rural image.
