

Comments Petition

What is a Comment?
A formal comment is an objection to a base map feature change or any non-appealable change. It is a formal objection to the FIS
Report and/or information shown on the DFIRM panels that is not related to BFEs or modified SFHA designations.  Comments also must be filed during the 90-day appeal period. Comments generally involve mislabeled maps such as incorrect corporate limits, Extraterritorial Jurisdiction (ETJ) boundaries, road names or locations, as well as any other possible omissions or potential improvements to the mapping.

What information is required to support a Comment?
To comment on corporate limits, ETJ boundaries, or road names/locations, community maps in either digital or paper format showing
the current information must be submitted.
